For a quick hit of maple, grind the flakes into
oatmeal, yogurt or a marinade. Or, unscrew the grinder
attachment and use them “straight,” as a crunchy topping
sprinkled over ice cream, your morning cappuccino or
even a salad of winter greens and apples.
